MINUTES OF STEERING COMMITTEE MEETING

OF THE 

DEL MONTE BEACH NEIGHBORHOOD ASSOCIATION

June 13, 2023
A Steering Committee Meeting of the Del Monte Beach Neighborhood Association was held at 138 Seafoam on June 13, 2023.  Attending were Joe Fogel, Carol Harpster, Larry Gamble, Marian Deering, Marigrace Gamble, Lori Mazzuca, Gerry Swisher, and Andrea Olsen-Medina.  Jayme Fields, David Potter and Katherine Barry were absent.
The meeting was called to order at 5:35 pm by President Joe Fogel.  Marigrace moved, and Gerry seconded a motion that the Minutes of the meeting of April 25, 2023 be approved, which passed unanimously.
Treasurer Larry Gamble said that the balance in the bank is $8,177.64   He stated that, after checking with other institutions, it does not seem in our best interest to move our bank account from Union Bank, although he has had difficulty with management of the funds in person and on line.
Marian moved and Lori seconded a motion that Larry Gamble, Treasurer, be authorized to manage the funds of DMBNA at Union Bank, in person and on line, in accordance with Article X, Section 4 of the By-Laws of the Del Monte Beach Neighborhood Association, and that the name of our previous Treasurer, Mary Lind, be removed from the account.  The motion passed unanimously.

Marian stated that the By-Laws Committee, consisting of herself, Katherine, Gerry, and Larry, hope to meet next week.
Dr. Fogel showed us the new website that he and Marian obtained:  DMBNA.org. After discussion it was agreed that the website contain a dashboard of pictures of our area, comments from our President, Steering Committee and Del Monte Beach Association meeting Minutes, By-Laws of DMBNA, the Standing Rules, and current events.
Lori said that the new City of Monterey employee taking care of our area is named Santos, and he is doing a good job.  There was discussion regarding where trash cans should be located.  It was agreed that the trash can presently located near Dunecrest should be moved down to near Spray as it is unsightly where it is presently located and may be more convenient at the new location.
It was pointed out that the timer for the irrigation of the Surf Way-Dunecrest chicane is missing and needs to be replaced.  The resident closest to the chicane has agreed to pay for water if the Association will pay to replace the timer. 
Gerry moved and Larry seconded a motion that the Association reimburse the resident the sum of $206 for the cost to replace the timer in order to provide water to the chicane, and that the Association takes no responsibility for the installation, care and maintenance of the chicane at the corner of Surf Way and Dunecrest.  The motion passed unanimously.
Dr. Fogel said that he received a letter from Thys asking if the Association would approve the planting of a City owned tree on a resident’s property.

Larry moved and Lori seconded a motion that we reply that it is not our position to be involved in resident’s private property as it is out of the scope

of our authority.  The motion passed unanimously.

After discussion, it was agreed that the Association will host a Street Party on Dunecrest on September 16, 2023, from 3:00 pm until 7:00 pm.  Caroline Fogel and Marigrace Gamble will be in charge of food, with help from Gerry, and Andrea will arrange for the permit and toilets.
Our next meeting will be on July 11, 2023, at 6:00 pm at 138 Seafoam Avenue.

There being no further business, the meeting closed.
